Prison Tour Blokhuispoort

For centuries, the Blokhuispoort has stood at 
the heart of Leeuwarden. Many criminals were 
imprisoned here, and many also met their end 
on the gallows at Blokhuisplein. Notorious 
names such as Dokter O., Aage M., Klaas 
B. — also known as ‘De Dominee’ — and, of 
course, the Hogerhuizen, all left their mark 
on this place. A former prison guard brings 
this extraordinary history to life through 
their stories.
